Property repairs & upkeep

Following the recent quinquennial inspection a list of recommendations was given broken down into those requiring immediate attention, essential within twelve months, essential within five years, and advisable within five years. The costs for the first three categories have been estimated by the surveyor at £7000, £15000, and £15000 respectively. The Minister and the Property Stewards hold copies of the full report.
